Please bring your proof of utility activation when checking in on your move in date. You will need this to obtain keys to the apartment. Electric must stay on during the entire lease period.     

PETS                /          _____
Some pets are allowed in some buildings. There are certain breed and weight restrictions for Dogs. No pets are allowed without a Pet Agreement. The Pet Agreement lists the restrictions and fees/deposits for Sun Bay pets. PLEASE DO NOT GET A PET BEFORE CHECKING WITH THE OFFICE AND READING THE PET AGREEMENT. A $500.00 FINE WILL BE ASSESSED OR THE LEASE AGREEMENT WILL BE TERMINATED IF A PET AGREEMENT IS NOT SIGNED PRIOR TO GETTING A PET.
RENT                /            ____
Rent is due on the FIRST DAY of each month regardless of the day of the week. There is no grace period; late fees are $10.00 on the 2nd and $5.00 additional everyday thereafter. Returned checks will be charged a fee of $25.00, and late fees will be applied.  After two returned checks we will no longer accept checks from any party for that apartment. ACH payments are free to residents. Credit/Debit card payments accrue a 3% charge that is charged to the tenant.
GUESTS/UNAUTHORIZED OCCUPANTS/CHANGING LEASEHOLDERS.                /              __
No person may move into your apartment without our written approval. Allowing unauthorized people to live in your apartment without this approval is considered a substantial breach of your lease and may result in termination of the lease agreement. You may not have a guest who has felony conviction.  Unauthorized people will be asked to vacate the premises. As per Federal & County ordinance no more than 2 occupants per bedroom are allowed. Therefore, no more than 2 people in a 1-bedroom and 4 people in a 2-bedroom are allowed. This does include infants and children. Guests and children must be accompanied at all times by the Resident.  It is the responsibility of the Resident to advise their guests of parking and pet restrictions.
SMOKE DETERCTORS________/_________
The apartment has an operating smoke detector.  It is fully the Resident’s responsibility to change the battery and report malfunctioning smoke alarms immediately.  Residents may not remove or cover the smoke detector.  

SATELLITE DISHES              /     ________
Satellite Dishes are permitted only with management written consent. Please obtain guidelines from the office before installation. Residents take full responsibility of all fees regarding installation connections.
DRAPES/SHOWER CURTAINS________/__________
Drapes/blinds must be white to the outside.  Shower curtains must be put up before the shower is used. Water on the floor will go downstairs; the Resident will be charged for any resulting damage. No decals, stickers, flags, stuffed animals or any other items maybe placed on windows.

BALCONY/PATIO/STAIRWAYS/LANDINGS/RAILINGS/FIRESCAPES____________/_______________

Only lawn furniture, plants and bicycles are allowed on patios or balconies. Sliding screen doors are not provided (while some may already have them). Florida Law prohibits gas grills and LP tanks above ground floor. Charcoal grills and tiki torches are not allowed.  Items such as weight benches, brooms, mops, clotheslines and indoor furniture are not allowed on patio/balcony. Nothing shall be kept on the outer sill or on the outside of any window and nothing shall be thrown out of any window, or door, or from any balcony. No tablecloth, dust cloth, towel, curtain, rug or carpet, or article of clothing shall be hung or shaken from any window, door or balcony.  External devises for television reception (antennas or satellite dishes) are not permitted without management consent. NO GRILLING IS PERMITED WITHIN 10 FEET OF THE BUILDINGS. Landlord has the right to immediately remove combustible material from the premises or any store area. Items such as shoes, mops, brooms, buckets etc will be thrown away by management without prior notice. Bicycles and scooters may not be parked in the foyers of buildings.
PARKING___________/____________You must have a decal to park in the parking lot.  Cars without decals in the resident lot will be booted or towed at the resident’s expense. New decals or replacement decals will require registration of vehicle and must be in resident’s name.   Driving on the grass is not allowed at any time. The resident will be charged for damage caused by them or their guests. Vehicles blocking entrances, driveways, sidewalks, other cars, dumpsters, fire lanes, or hydrants, or violating fire codes, will be towed immediately at the owner’s or resident’s expense.  Cars not in a drivable condition will be removed at the owner’s expense. Motorcycles must be parked in regular parking spaces. No motorized vehicles shall be parked in any building structure on the property. Any vehicle so parked shall be immediately towed at the vehicles owner’s or Residents expense.
CARPET CLEANING__________/___________
The apartment must be professionally steam cleaned at the end of the lease contract. Arrangements can be made through the office. If you choose to hire an outside contractor you will need to provide the receipt to management.
NOISE_________/__________
Noise must be always kept at a reasonable level, especially between 10:00 p.m. and 8:00 a.m. Please be considerate of your neighbors.
LOCKS_______/_________

No replacement of locks or installation of bolts, knockers, mirrors or any other attachments on the interior or exterior of any door will be allowed without permission from management. Lockouts are not considered an emergency and will be handled by on-call staff. There is a $30 to $50 lockout fee for after hour’s lockouts.  This fee is due at the time Resident calls to be let in to the apartment, paid to the staff member who lets the resident into the apartment.
PLUMBING _________/__________
Lavatories, sinks, toilets and all water and plumbing apparatus shall be used only for the purpose for which they were constructed. Sweepings, rubbish, rags, ashes, baby wipes, facial wipes or other foreign substances shall not be thrown therein. Any damage to such apparatus and the cost of cleaning or repairing plumbing resulting from misuse shall be the responsibility of the Resident.
ADDITIONAL APPLIANCES_________/___________ Please note that window AC units, portable heaters, washing machines, and bidet attachments are not permitted in the apartment. Installation or use of these items will result in their removal, and any damages caused will be the financial responsibility of the leaseholder.
PEST CONTROL_________/___________
Our monthly service contract covers treatment for roaches only. If apartment needs treatment for any other pest that resident brings in after move in, any charges incurred will be paid by the resident. Such pests include but are not limited to bed bugs, fleas, lizards, wasps, beetles, termites etc.

SMOKING If you choose to smoke on your balcony or patio, please be sure to dispose of cigarette butts properly and responsibly. While we cannot require residents to smoke outside, we strongly recommend doing so out of consideration for your neighbors and to help maintain the cleanliness of the community.
THERMOSTAT To ensure energy efficiency, maintain consistent indoor comfort, and preserve the integrity of our HVAC systems, all thermostats within Sun Bay Apartments are preset to operate within a temperature range of 70°F to 80°F. Residents are not permitted to tamper with, reprogram, or otherwise attempt to override the preset thermostat settings. Tampering includes but is not limited to using external devices, altering system configurations, or attempting to disable preset limits. Any attempt to adjust the thermostat outside of the approved range will be considered a violation of community policy and may result in a lease violation notice or associated charges for any system damage or service required.
It is specifically understood that the Landlord reserves solely to itself the right to alter, amend, add, or modify the Community Codes.
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
